DUTCH AUCTIONS OR LOUD HAULIERS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED.

ALL STANDS MUST BE OPERATIONAL BY 9.30am & REMAIN OPEN UNTIL 4.30pm.

MAXIMUM USE MUST BE MADE OF THE HARD-CORE ROADS WHICH ARE PROVIDED TO MINIMISE DAMAGE TO THE SHOW FIELD. IN THE EVENT OF POOR CONDITIONS THE COMMITTEE RESERVE THE RIGHT TO REFUSE ADMISSION TO HEAVY VEHICLES.
